Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 2nd December 2013 were approved and signed correct.  Proposed by Cllr Robinson, seconded by Cllr Hartley
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  
Police Matters

The Police could not be present at the meeting, but sent crime figures following the meeting.  There was 1 burglary other than a dwelling, 3 vehicle crime and 5 anti social behaviour reports in January.

County Councillor Paul White
Since the December Parish Council meeting, there has been no Colne & District Committee meeting.  CCllr White advised that the notice given to the occupant of the goat shed on Rock Lane has now expired and this will be discussed at the next meeting.  Another site visit is to take place and it is believed that there is now another person on this site.  It was presumed that the next course of action is for this case to go to Court.
The Council and Police are still monitoring Suff Studios.  Some residents of River Street attended the meeting to see hwat is happening with this site.  The resident has received some monitoring forms and they are reporting when there is excessive noise.  There is no monitoring equipment on site.  Pendle Council are behind on enforcements, and there has been no application for change of use of the building.  The noise is so loud, that it can be heard at the top of Winewall at times.

The depression in the road near to Cemetery House has still not been done.  CCllr White to chase again.

The Bypass consultation has now ended and instead of creating the bypass due to the opposition of the residents of Foulridge, improvements to North Valley Road are to be considered.
CCllr White has asked about the gate on the Recreation Ground, but has not yet received a reply.
Centenary war memorial things are happening, but as yet, the details have not been finalised.  CCllr White to keep Adele updated on this.

Following a lengthy discussion about grit for Muck Hole, CCllr white to see if there is any grit at Pendle Council to fill the grit bins used for that area.

Residents Issues

2 residents from White Lee Avenue attended the meeting about the application for a house on the site.  They felt that the Parish Council had not supported the residents about this application, but Cllr Hodgson explained that, as a Parish Council, they have to look at the whole picture, and comment as necessary.  It is up to the residents to object about any proposed developments direct to Pendle Council.  The residents were encouraged to attend the up coming area committee meeting to express their concerns and to get everyone who has objections to send them in urgently to planning.
Christine Braithwaite attended the meeting about the proposed wind turbine at Coal Pit Lane.  She is very concerned that there seems to be little information available to people who are going to see this especially on Stanroyd Drive.  Adele to write to planning advising that it will be very visual to many people, it will spoil open countryside views, it is an industrial structure on agricultural land, in a greenbelt and conservation area, it is very close to the road, there are concerns over the flicker effect across Winewall when the sun is setting, there will be noise nuisance as it is across a valley with nothing to break the noise, it is close to 2 very well used footpaths, there are currently unbroken views as there are no pylons that break the landscape, there were concerns over low flying aircraft, it would be detrimental to bats and migrating birds, access is very bad, as the road is single track in places.

Cllr Hartley advised that the caravan application for the field on Wycoller Road has been approved for a period of 3 years.

The grant for Trawden this year is £2971.  It was agreed that we would precept £7075, proposed by Cllr Robinson, seconded by Cllr Hartley.  Put to vote, all in favour.

Cllr Reyner advised that some people have complained that dog fouling bins have not been emptied for some time.  Those in particular are tram tracks, Chelsea, behind Penyards, Keighley Road and in Wycoller.  Adele to report to CCllr White.
Cllr Steven Wilcock advised that, as a Governor at school, he would like to report that the recruitment for the new headteacher is about to start.

Cllr Robinson advised that the Victorian Toilet needs painting.  Adele to ask Jo Waddington and Alistair McDonald for a quote.

Cllr Robinson asked everyone if they thought something should be done to note the anniversary of the War.  Cllr Steven Wilcock to ask Jack Greenwood if he would like to do a dialect poem for the Poetry Garden.
