Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 8th May 2018 were approved.  . Proposed by Cllr Dransfield, seconded by Cllr Hartley
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  
Community Centre Update
Progress is being made with the library building with the Solicitor, but there are still a couple of issues to be resolved.  The Trustees have a meeting on site on Wednesday with the planners.  Lancashire County Council are pushing for the transfer to be completed, but until the queries in the lease are resolved, this will not happen.  Therese reported that it is extremely busy at the Community Centre.  There is a wedding reception on 16th June, and a wedding on 30th June.  Adele has requested some chippings from John Whiteside so that the landscaping can be complete.  Adele to chase to ensure this is dropped off before the weekend.  There were 2 fundraisers on Saturday at the Centre.  One for a road trip and one for Trawden Show.  Both were well attended and there were no issues.  The path has been re-laid at the side of the Community Centre, and the bins are to be moved.  Therese advised that there are many children playing in the river at the side and rear of the Community Centre.  Therese and Paul will move some of the bedrock in the river to ensure it is a safe place to play.
Police report

There was no Police present at the meeting.

Residents Issues
No residents attended the meeting

Matters Arising
Lengthsman/NWIB
Adele has ordered the new planters for the wall at Skipton Road, but the supplier is having difficulty manufacturing them.  They have offered black ones, but Cllr Robinson advised that she would like to wait for the green ones so that they match the existing planters.

Textstyles have been to look at the notice board at the Millennium Garden and advised that the artwork planned could be done in this instead of purchasing a lectern.  Cost for printing £160.  Artwork will be an additional cost.  Cllr Cockburn-Price awarded Trawden in Bloom £150 towards this, so Adele will send the information to Pendle Council so that they can now pay the money.
Cllr Robinson asked Cllr Dransfield whether he would be willing to walk around Wycoller with the North West in Bloom judges.  Cllr Robinson to supply some signage to replace that which has disappeared over winter.  Cllr Robinson would like to purchase some refreshment items to offer the judges.  The Councillors present agreed to this.
Cllr Robinson has looked at the willow sheep and advised that she is unable to replace the ears that have been broken off.  Repairs to cost £70.  Proposed by Cllr Robinson, seconded by Cllr Dransfield.  Put to vote – all in favour.  

Cllr Robinson advised that Mick Wolfenden has been watering the planters around the village, and this is why they are looking so well.  Adele to write a letter of thanks to Mick.

The bench for the Millennium Garden has arrived, and Cllr Robinson has had the Barnfield Construction plaque 
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produced.  This will be placed at the garden very soon.  Adele to invoice Barnfield Construction and supply a photograph once it is in situ.

Cllr Robinson advised that the group have 2 new volunteers who seem to be very helpful and enthusiastic.  

Adele advised that the road side weedkilling has been done by Pendle Borough Council, and has asked that all grassed areas are cut prior to the judges coming to the Parish.
Colne and District Committee meeting

Cllrs Hodgson and Dransfield have been co-opted onto the Committee again this year to represent Trawden.  There is a new appeal for Cowfield Farm which is to be heard in August.
There is no further information on any progress of the issues to the rear of Church Street.  Adele has noticed that the chimney is leaning.  She will report to Neil Watson.

Enforcement raised for the unauthorised storage of a static caravan near 5 Park Cottages.  Investigations taking place

Enforcement raised for the unauthorised car sales at Alderhurst Farm.  Report shows that there is evidence of vehicle repairs taking place and further enquiries are to be made.

Investigations are being made into the unauthorised creation of an access track to the rear of Back Lane.

Cllr Dransfield advised that there is still almost £4400 available in the Boulsworth Fund at Pendle Borough Council.  Cllr Foxley will see if any of this has already been allocated.  Bids must be for Capital projects.
Neighbourhood Plan
The Examiner has come back with 2 queries as reported at the meeting in May.  The Site Specific Flood Risk Assessments should be available early this week, but these will need to be sent to the Environment Agency to ensure they are happy with the reports and that the sites are still suitable to be included in the Plan.  The Examiner also asked for full details on the scoring.  Cllr Dransfield and Adele have now pulled all this information together and submitted it to Jonathan Dicken for his comments.
Allotments/Garages
Although Cllrs D&C Storey were unable to make the meeting, they sent a report.  Mr Phillips would like to be added to the waiting list.  The tenant of Plot 28 has not done any work following the letter last month.  Adele to write to confirm the tenancy agreement has been terminated, and asks what he is doing with his polytunnel.  The tenant of Plot 30 has done very little.  Adele to write to him asking that progress is made within a month.  Cllr Storey suggested splitting plot 24 as the tenant is struggling.  This was agreed.  Adele to write offering plots 28 and the newly created plot 40 to the next people on the waiting list.  Cllr D Storey has also asked whether the tenants would be able to have a bonfire at Bonfire Night.  Adele has printed some information regarding public events, and will pass this on.  The Councillors feel this would be a good idea as people will be able to talk to each other, and it would mean one fire, once a year to get rid of the cuttings from the plots.  Adele to write into the tenancy agreement for 2019 that no fires are to be held on individual allotments, and cutting to be stored in the agreed area.
Recreation Ground/Ball Grove

Following the last meeting, Adele was sent the leaflet that the Friends of Trawden Rec group are planning on sending out.  Some of the wording on it needed re-doing.  Adele, Cllr Hodgson and Cllr Dransfield looked at this and suggested amendments.  It has been sent back to the group.

Adele has requested a full breakdown of costs from Pendle Borough Council, but is still waiting for the information.
Tram Track Letters/Trees
Adele has received an email from a resident of White Lee Avenue concerned about the trees on the verge of the tram tracks.  As there is nothing wrong with the trees, the resident has offered to contribute to the cutting back.  Adele to ask John Whiteside for a cost, and will send it to the resident so that she can make the Parish Council an offer.  This will be discussed at the July meeting.

As the Parish council now own the tram tracks and verges, people with garages on the adjacent land have access over the verge.  Cllr Hodgson asked that no further garages be erected without a written request from the applicant and subsequent permission from the Parish Council or they could find themselves with no access

to their garage.

Photos of the Parish

Cllr Paul Foxley
Cllr Foxley advised that he hasn’t heard anything further from Highways regarding the request for an on-site meeting about the state of the road in Wycoller.  He will chase this and report back to Adele.

Cllr Foxley advised that there were no further updates on the Beer Festival.

Cllr Foxley advised that his remit as a Borough Councillor is with planning and housing.  He is looking at reducing the quota of homes that need to be built in the borough, and wants to promote a better design of property.  Any reduction in the number of homes required would be written in to the Local Plan; Part 2.
Cllr Foxley advised that Cllr Margaret Foxley is on the Crime Commissioners Panel should anything need to be raised.
Parish Matters
It has been noted that the sign on the grassed area at Holme Crescent/Bannister Close still has a Pendle Borough Council sign up.  Adele to order a new one with the Parish Council logo on.

Cllr Hartley is concerned about an Ash tree on his property.  Adele advised that he needed to contact Lee Johnson at Pendle Borough Council for advice.

Cllr Robinson has been asked who has made the garden area and planted the trees at Bough Gap corner where the memorial to Raymond Clough is.  Nobody knows who has done this, but it looks very nice and is being well looked after.
Planning Applications
PLE/17/0778 – Cowfield Farm, Burnley Road, Trawden.  Advice received that the appeal will be heard and that comments need to be sent by 28th June 2018.

18/0257/HHO – erection of 2 storey extension at 6 Hollin Hall, Trawden.

Response sent that it appears to be in-keeping with the existing property and that there is no loss of off road parking, which the Councillors would like to see used.

PROPOSAL: Full:  Variation of Conditions: Variation of  Condition 2 (Plans) of  the  

Planning Permission 13/16/0091P to amend the approved plans to increase the size of the balcony. AT: Greenbank House Hollin Hall Trawden FOR: Mr Roy Pickles

In order to increase size of the external balcony from 900 x 1600mm to 3559 x 7100mm  

The Parish Councillors are concerned that the balcony has increased in vast proportions from the original plans. They feel it would be out of character with the site.

PROPOSAL: Full: Single storey rear extension to the main dwelling, raised terrace extension to the detached store building and insertion of hardstanding for parking to the front of the dwelling.  AT: Parrock Farm  Lane  Top  Winewall FOR: Mr & Mrs B. Jordan

The materials for the extension and terrace seem to be in-keeping with the existing property and the Councillors have no objections or concerns with this part of the application. There were queries as to why additional parking was required when there appears to be ample already on site.

PROPOSAL: Full:  Erection of single storey extension to rear. AT: 11 Holme Crescent Trawden Colne  FOR: Mrs Joanne  Houghton

The materials for the extension seem to be in-keeping with the existing property and the Councillors have no objections or concerns with this application.

PROPOSAL: Outline:  Erection of four dwelling houses (All Matters Reserved).

AT: Land At  Field No 6800 Hollin Hall Trawden FOR: Mr Roy Pickles

This site has recently been appraised as part of the scoring of sites in the emerging Neighbourhood Plan, and as it is outside of the settlement boundary and close to the SSSI, it scored low and was not included in the site selections. All sites were included in the sustainability appraisal that we carried out, and it had a negative outcome. The Councillors also commented that they felt that there were insufficient sight lines with the proposed access and egress to this site.
