Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 2nd November 2015 were approved and signed correct.  Proposed by Cllr Dransfield, seconded Cllr Reyner
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  Cllr Hodgson declared interest in planning application 13/15/0568P
Police Matters

Although the Police could not attend the meeting, the crime figures were sent.  There were a total of 8 crimes in November with 6 anti social behaviour calls.  There had been a report of the theft of a landrover at Laneshaw Bridge on the morning of 2nd December.

Lengthsman/NWIB
Steven completed 19 hours.  The judges report for North West in Bloom has been received.  Adele to email to Cllr Robinson.  Trawden in Bloom advised that they had put a Christmas tree display in Christ Church.
Cllr Reyner to follow up the British Legion cleaning of the War Memorial plaque
 

Colne Area Committee

Cllr Dransfield advised that the wind turbine at Cowfield Farm has now been approved with conditions.  The amendment works at Green Meadow should be carried out very soon, and the developer has gone to appeal with the last planning proposal.
Adele to follow-up the £250 request from Cllr Cockburn-Price from the committee.  Adele to follow-up the white lining request at the parking area across from Weavers Court now that the land belongs to the Parish Council.

Neighbourhood Plan

David Cockburn-Price attended the meeting as he has now a business on board whom know about Neighbourhood Plans and they are willing to work with a group to move this item forward.  There are a few mandatory items that need to be done and he asked for confirmation that the Councillors support the participation of the Parish in the East Colne and Villages Neighbourhood Plan and for 2 members of the Parish Council to join the proposed Neighbourhood Plan Management Team.  Councillors voted in favour of participating in the Colne and East Villages Neighbourhood Plan, and Councillors Hodgson and Dransfield put themselves forward and agreed to represent Trawden Forest on the Neighbourhood Plan Management Team.  All information must be presented to the Parish Council.  Adele to send the contact details for the 2 Councillors to David.  There are grants available, and David is quite confident that any costs incurred with the production of the Neighbourhood Plan would not exceed the amount of the grants available.  As Colne is quite high on the list of depravation, there should be top-up grants available if required.

Allotments
Mr Bracewell has still not paid his allotment rent.  Cllr Foulkes to go and see him and ask him to pay ASAP.
Adele to send letter to Julie Penrose regarding her allotment as she has not responded to previous letters or requests to move a concrete base of an old shed.  The Parish Council will be reclaiming the allotment as from the middle of January.

Cllr Foulkes advised that there are 4 plots available for new tenants.  Adele to send the letters out to the next 4 people on the waiting list
Transfer of Services to Town and Parish Councils
Adele has received figures from Pendle Council for the income and expenditure for the recreation ground.  As there are several other services being transferred in the new financial year, it was decided that the Recreation Ground would be looked at in the future.
The garage sites income for both Ash villas and Cotton Tree have been received.  Adele to confirm the Pendle Council that we would like to take these sites over.  Pendle Council have also advised that there is money available for paint for bus shelters providing parish council paint before June 2016.  Adele to ask for the parish’s share of the paint.

Pendle Council have also advised that they are offering £1000 per play area for work to be carried out before transfer to us.  Letter to be sent back advising this is not a very good deal as the play area on Lanehouse has not received any attention for a number of years and is way overdue for updating.

Land at Weavers Court
Adele has received an email from Katrina Pickles requesting the payment of £200 for the work carried out for the transfer.  From this money, the land register record will be changed to reflect the change in ownership.
Position of Clerk from April 2016
Jacquie Watson has advised that the rent on the Office Space in Black Carr Mill would be £120 per month including electricity, phone line rental and broadband use.  It was proposed by Cllr Robinson that this should be taken up opposed to the Old Rock.  Seconded by Cllr Hartley, put to vote – all in favour.  Adele to contact both parties and advise.  Cllr Hodgson also requested that, if possible, Adele to take up the new hours from 1st March 2016.  Adele to confirm once her other position within the County Council is confirmed.  It was also agreed that, as the person who processes the pay for the Clerk does this voluntarily and there will be much more work involved in the new year, we should ask Colin Blackburn accountants to process this for us.  The quote received was £175 for the year.   Proposed Cllr Reyner, seconded Cllr Dransfield, put to vote – all in favour.
Adele passed some information to Cllr Reyner regarding contracts and will send any further information relevant when available. 

 
Wycoller Car Park

Cllr Dransfield has been looking into grants available, but the Proceeds of Crime grant from the Police is a minimum of £5000 which is far too much for the requirements of CCTV on the car park.  This needs to be followed-up in Spring when the car park will be used much more, with the Police.

Victorian Toilet

Cllr Hodgson and Cllr Robinson attended a meeting with the Big Lottery Fund regarding repairing the Victorian Toilet on Skipton Road.  There was a suggestion that a historical map of Trawden be produced to involve the community to try and move this on.  Cllr Plumb to speak to Lester Spencer to see if he is interested in joining a working group for this project.

Planted Christmas Tree

Adele has received a cost from Bolton Christmas Trees of £35 for a 5’ high pot-grown tree, but it would need to be collected.  Cllr Hodgson has also received a cost of £27 from Barrowford Christmas Barn for a tree.  Cllr Hodgson offered to go and collect one from Barrowford.  The councillors decided where this should be planted.  Adele to contact the Community Centre group to make sure they are happy where this would be planted.

Bus Service

Information has been received from Lancashire County Council regarding the parish running their own bus service.  After discussion, it was agreed that the general opinion is that the criteria set out in the proposal isn’t appropriate for the Parish

Parish Matters

A resident has requested that a sign is put up at the end of the Laneshaw Bridge Road as there are people who are not clear where the Wycoller road is.  Adele to enquire
Cllr Reyner advised that there are 3 drains blocked at the bottom of White Lee Avenue (two on tram tracks, one near planter/island at bottom).  Cllr Hodgson also advised that there are 3 drains blocked in Wycoller.  One at the end of the footpath from the car park, on the bend, near the stile and big tree, the others are at the bottom of the road into the village, on the right hand bend just over the bridge.  Adele to report.

Advice received that 13/15/0334P – demolition of existing conservatory to rear and extension of 2 storey extension to rear and first floor extension to side at 97 Skipton Road has been approved

Advice received that 13/15/0420P – variation of condition: Vary condition 2 of planning permission 13/13/0427P to amend approved plans has been approved

13/15/0550P – Listed building consent: installation of replacement windows to Thistleholme, Wycoller Road.  The Councillors agreed that this would enhance the look of the property

13/15/0568P – Erection of dual bay agricultural building for livestock and storage  in Field 4149, Wycoller Road, Trawden.  Comments were that any building needs screening and that the existing building also requires more screening.

13/15/0572P – Erection of stable block, and change of use of land from agricultural use to equestrian use at Dry Clough farm, Shelfield Lane, Southfield, Burnley.  The Councillors have no objection to this application
