Election of Chairperson. 
Councillor Hodgson was prepared to continue in the role of Chairperson.  This was proposed by Cllr Hartley, seconded by Councillor Reyner. Put to vote, all in favour.
Election of Vice Chairperson. 
Councillor Hartley was prepared to continue in the role of Vice Chairperson.  This was proposed Councillor Hodgson, seconded by Councillor Foulkes. Put to vote, all in favour.
Position of Clerk.
Cllr Hodgson thanked Adele once again for her continued support for the Parish Councillors and commented that there have never been as few issues with the audit until Adele had taken over this role.
