Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting of 4th February were approved and signed correct.  Proposed by Cllr Hartley, seconded by Cllr Hodgson
Declaration of Interest

Parish Council were reminded of the requirement of the member Code of Conduct concerning the declaration of interests.  Police Matters
PCSO Thompson gave an overall breakdown of the crimes over the past month and advised that the anti-soial behaviour numbers have risen, but there seems to be a lot of parking issues being reported recently.  The problem of break-ins on Wycoller car park has happened again with 2 cars bring targeted in one day.

PCSO Thompson advised that ‘Operation Tornado’ has been taking place in Laneshaw Bridge today targeting flat-backed vehicles and metal thefts.  They have also been operating near to B&Q and Asda.  This is the fourth time this has been done sine January.  PCSO Thompson has been to the majority of farms in Trawden, Foulridge and Wycoller and has had another 22 people sign up to Rural Watch.  

There was a rime prevention day held on Saturday in Colne where purse bells and leaflets were given out.  PCSO Thompson gave out some shed locks which cannot be broken in to.

PCSO Thompson advised that there has been a recent burglary in Trawden, and she has managed to secure some funding for CCTV with infra-red lights on that are going to be given out on a loan basis.

PCSO Thompson secured some funding from CCllr Calvert but this hasn’t been received yet.  Cllr Paul White has offered some of his funding.  Adele to send details to Cllr White.
PCSO Thompson advised that the homeless lady who was using the Community Centre as shelter has been moved on.

The dog warden is aware of the issue of the dog attacking the sheep on the field near to the rec.  Cllr White advised that the issue is still on the enforcement list, and Mrs Smith has been having more problems with this man.  He’s playing loud music late at night and there are people visiting very late at night.  PCSO Thompson advised that anyone having problems should ring 101 to report it.  Cllr White reported that ‘the best course of action for this person is still to be determined’.

Cllr Hodgson reported that Mr Poliduro who has the dog grooming business is making excessive noise when travelling on Burnley Road to annoy the neighbours.  This is to be monitored.

Cllr Hartley has received a all about Black Carr Mill being used as a studio.  Planning hasn’t reported back to Adele yet, but Cllr White will raise it at the AC meeting on Thursday.  Cllr Hartley was advised to ask the person complaining to go and see the person in the studio to advise they are making a lot of noise and ask them to quieten a little.  
Cllr Clough raised the issue of parking on Trawden Road where the residents have been allowed to park on the pavemen.  He doesn’t think it is a good idea although it has been seen as a compromise on this road.  

PCSO Thompson left the meeting at 7.35pm

CCllr Calvert was unable to attend the meeting but advised if anyone had any issues for him, they could contact him.

Cllr White advised that the money for the tram tracks would be sorted out and sent very soon.

Cllr White advised that there is a stealth team who are targeting dog fouling in areas where there is a significant problem.  Prosecutions can now been done from footage from personal phone video’s/photo’s and the team can name and shame the people caught.  It was suggested that they target the areas we are having problems with.

Cllr White left the meeting at 8.10pm

Residents Issues

Mandy Cunningham from ‘Skate’ attended the meeting to give a progress update.  The building they were thinking of is now for sale and is way out of their price range.  There is a unit at Black Carr, but there are no facilities.  The group have thought about utilising the Parish Hall but it is too small and not really suitable.  The only option now is an outdoor one at Ball Grove.  The group are willing to raise money, and have suggested that a cage be put round it to ensure it is not used at unsociable hours.  It was suggested that farm buildings could be used, but Mandy thinks it is limiting the market and catchments area.  Cllr white suggested looking at the vacant property section of PBC’s website.  Mandy to report back.
