The minutes of the 28th Annual General Meeting (AGM) Meeting 2014 were approved and signed correct, Proposed by Councillor Hodgson, seconded by Councillor Hartley. 

Election of Chairperson. 
Councillor Hodgson was prepared to continue in the role of Chairperson.  This was proposed by Cllr Hartley, seconded by Councillor Reyner. Put to vote, all in favour.
